There is probably another water heater somewhere for the l't floor bathrooms but we could not locate 
it. 

Back shop: 

• 211 trap under the utility sink that has no trap primer nor is being used by anything. 

• Both toilet flush valves have dead batteries or malfunctioning electronic flush valve on toilet. 

• One flush valve does not work with the manual lever either that flush valve also has an 

improperly extended flush tube 

• Water heater on ceiling of back shop area has 2 leaks on the water piping 

• Eyewash located near back shop area has a lot of corrosion at threaded joint indicating a leak 

Middle shop: 

• 2 back flow preventers have no strainers before the backflow preventers 

• 3-l"gas lines that have been disconnected from equipment and need to be capped. 

• The propane line that runs inside the shops is assembled with Victaulic fittings and clamps which 

is not an approved method according to NFPA 45 2009 section 5.6.8.1 which is the governing 

code adopted by the texas railroad commission which oversees propane piping. this is a major 

safety issue and should be resolved immediately. 

• There are blue pipes that run around the facility which appear to be air lines. Many of them are 

cut where it appears machinery used to be located so that system is not functional at this time. 

• The irrigation system does not seem to have a backflow preventer on it which is illegal. This is a 

major health hazard and needs to fixed immediately.

Forum Electrical Report 

11/11/2016 

We done a thorough inspection of the electrical system within the Forum Building and found the 

following items that would need attention. 

2- Duplex Cover Plates missing Main office areas. 

1-Electric Hoist Shop area has a short believe it to be a loose wire, nothing major. 

1-Power Pole Shop area need supported from the floor hanging loose from the ceiling. 

1 ea.-Shop Area Rest Room and one Office needs new lenses replaced in 2x4 Fixtures very stained not 

sure will clean up. 

Wire hanging out of j boxes at the ceiling level of the Shop area, would need to be coiled an inserted 

into the j box and a blank cover installed. 

Found 4 each bad ballast that need to be replaced in 2x4 High Bay Light Fixtures within the Shop area, 

this is what is causing the buzzing noise out in the shop. 

Several bad fixture bulbs found in the shop area, the number I counted was (91), with 2 being in the rear 

rest room. 

All outside light fixtures mounted on the building (Wall Packs) are ok. 

We did find 11 other outside light fixtures (bulbs) that did not light up, some on poles and others at the 

ground level, we checked the lighting controller and found nothing wrong with the controller, it is my 

opinion there may be a Photo Cell on the Roof that may control these fixtures. lt would be something 

that would need to be investigated a bit more. I do not believe it is a fixture problem and that the worst 

case would be replacing the 11-400 Watt Metal Halide Bulbs. 

We checked all grounding, electrical panels, breakers and transformers for any damage or heating we 

found the overall system to be in great shape, and meet all NEC Code Standards.

During our visit on 11-10-16, I found 6 Trane RTU's, with 4 of them operational at the time. RTU-1 

(serves upstairs offices), and RTU-6, (serves downstairs offices), had blank thermostats on our arrival, 

and would not run. 

RTU-6 breaker was tripped, and when reset, I still had no power at the thermostat. The other 4 units 

ran, and appeared to heat and cool, except for RTU-5 (serves upstairs open area), which would not come 

on in heat mode. 

All 6 RTU's need servicing, as the belts were noisy, some squeaking/slipping. They were all 

manufactured in the time-frame of 8-14 to 9-14, and appear to be in good shape. The drains on the roof 

do not have breather vents downstream of the traps, and we would recommend those be installed to 

allow for better drainage. They are all piped with%'' PVC, so that would be minor. 

The server room Mini-Split, upstairs, needs attention. The fan indoor would come on, but no cooling. 

The remote needs batteries to test it out, and the FC shows an E6 error code. 

The AU-2 split system, serving downstairs offices, appeared to heat and cool properly, but the ACCU tie 

down straps on the roof are loose, and non-functional at this time. They can be tightened up easily, 

however. 

The AU-1 split system, for the warehouse office, had a blank thermostat, and I was not able to locate the 

breaker for it. 

I energized and ran all of the exhaust fans in the warehouse, and they all came on in manual mode as 

called for, with no unusual noise or vibration detected. 

The general exhaust fan for the office restrooms also was functioning at the time of our visit. 

In general, we would recommend having all the equipment checked thoroughly by technicians, motors 

and bearings oiled and lubed, drains flushed out, and belts checked and likely replaced, and adjusted. 

On our departure, I returned all of the thermostats and exhaust fan starters to the off position.
